a) P20/08294/TRE – 85 Friary Grange Park (Works to 1 no. pine tree to remove 1 no. lower branch, as covered by tree preservation order TPO309 dated 03/04/1979) RESOLVED that No Objection be made.
b) P20/10118/TRE – 84 Flaxpits Lane (Works to crown lift 1 no. Monkey Puzzle tree to approx 5 metres covered by TPO 414 dated 14th February 1990) RESOLVED that No Objection be made.
