· Cllr Collins raised the issue of P20/02774/TCA  - Works to fell Silver Birch tree, which has been approved by South Gloucestershire Council. There were a lot of objections submitted in regard of this, including one from the Parish Council. Cllr Jones advised that due to the objections this went on to the South Gloucestershire Council Circulated Schedule but it would appear the local South Glos Councillors did not follow it up. Cllr Kembery suggested Cllr Collins could contact the South Gloucestershire Council councillors for Frenchay and ask that if any Frenchay cases appear in future, they could refer back to the parish councillors.
