a) P20/04355/TRE – 1 Orchard Close (Works to reduce crown to 1no. Chestnut tree by 2m leaving approx 13m in height and 6m spread, reduce crown to 1 no Chestnut tree by 2m leaving 12m in height and 5m spread, reduce crown to 1 no Chestnut tree by 1.5m leaving 12m in height and 4.5m in spread and fell 1 no. Chestnut tree all covered by leaving approx 13m in height and 6m in spread) RESOLVED That no Objection be raised subject to consent from the South Gloucestershire Council arboriculturist. 
b) P20/03567/F – 4 Bury View (Erection of single storey front and side extension to form new entrance with balcony over.  Installation of pitched and flat roof to existing garage to facilitate partial garage conversion) RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.

· Councillor Collins advised Redrow have removed the oak tree in Frenchay which they had previously advised they would air spade.  Frenchay Councillors were very disappointed that they were not told this and feel that their views have not been taken into account.  They had made it clear to South Gloucestershire Council how important this was to the local residents but there has been a constant lack of communication.  Councillor Jones will feed this back to South Gloucestershire Council.
· Councillor Climmer commented there are a great many diversion signs around Winterbourne and questioned if they are necessary.  Councillor Jones will raise this with South Gloucestershire Council.
· Frenchay Councillors are having a meeting, 17th March, with Marc Cashmore from South Gloucestershire Council to discuss the speed restrictions in Frenchay.
