a) P19/14285/F – 28 Factory Road (Erection of a single storey rear and side extension to form additional living accommodation.  Installation of 2no. Front dormers to facilitate loft conversion) RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.
b) P19/14392/F – 2 Norman Cottages (Demolition of existing front porch and erection of replacement front porch) RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.
c) P19/14775/PNH – 2 Matford Close (The erection of a single storey rear extension which would extend beyond the rear wall of the original house by 5 meters, for which the maximum height would be 3 metres, and for which the height of the eaves would be 2.45 metres) RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.

There is very inadequate access and egress onto Hambrook Lane for the proposed amount of houses.  Developers also appear to be reliant on potential future changes to the local road network, negating the need for them to ‘own’ necessary improvements.

f) P19/14063/LB – Observation Ward, Old Frenchay Hospital (Relevant demolition of existing extension and internal and external alterations to existing building to facilitate conversion to 3no dwellings) RESOLVED to raise an Objection.  The Parish Council feel unable to comment until we have received confirmation from South Gloucestershire Council regarding the process by which the building was marketed by Redrow under the 106 agreement.  This current application advises there are few features left of the listed building which contradicts previous statements that suggested the cost of conversion could be prohibitive due to it being a listed building.
