a) P19/7935/F – 35 Bourne Close (Erection of a single storey front and single storey rear extension to form additional living accommodation.  Creation of new vehicular access)  RESOLVED that No Objection be raised
b) P19/7792/F – 14 Green Dragon Road (Erection of single storey front, two storey side and single storey rear extensions to form additional living accommodation with installation of new vehicular hard standing to form 1no. parking space)  RESOLVED to raise an Objection.  The Parish Council consider this an over development of the plot and would possibly overshadow the property to the rear.  There is also insufficient parking for a four-bedroom dwelling.
c) P19/6954/F – 28 Factory Road (Demolition of existing side extension to facilitate erection of 1no attached dwelling with parking and associated works)  RESOLVED to raise an Objection.  The Parish Council feel this would be an over development of the site and would request drainage details to be clarified.

d) P19/7772/F – Land East of Players Close (Erection of 9 No detached dwellings, creation of access, parking and associated works)  RESOLVED to raise an Objection.  The development is within greenbelt land.  Concerns regarding further increased traffic movements on what is a substandard junction with Bristol Road which is due to include further access points to the Land East of Harry Stoke development.
