25.09/18 Minutes of the Meeting held on the 20 August 2018 and the Clerk’s Report 
The items on the Clerk’s Report were noted.

Matters arising:

Following an incident in the park at the Greenfield Centre, our insurance company has contacted us to advise that they propose to accept liability and settle the claim. Following their advice and discussion, the Parish Council have agreed for them to settle the claim.
South Gloucestershire Council have been contacted regarding the bridge over Bradley Brook in Monks Pool and advised it has been recently inspected by them. Although the top surface of ply boards has rotted in places, the transverse deck planks underneath are in a reasonable condition and the bridge is fit for purpose and safe to use. They will continue to inspect it in the normal way.   

We have received a payment of £40 from St Elizabeth’s Hall in respect of the cost to register the lease.

Simon, the postmaster in Winterbourne Post Office, kindly opened and closed the toilets in Winterbourne after Ray passed away. It was agreed by members that a gift voucher be presented to Simon as a thank you. 
Planning enforcement has been contacted regarding the sign outside the dental surgery in Frenchay.

Advanced Security Systems who monitor security systems at the Greenfield Centre have been to the Pavilion to check on the emergency lighting. They have suggested installing new emergency lighting and also another switch so the lights to the main bar area can be switched on and off by the entrance to the room. We are waiting for their quote.   

26.09/18 - Reports from task groups

Frenchay Common and Tuckett Pond
Cllr Kembery advised that he had been contacted by the Headmistress of Frenchay Primary School who would like to run an after school forest club on the Common between 3.30pm – 5.00pm.  At the end of term they would like to have a fire pit.  It was agreed by members that this would be ok as long as it is placed on the new BBQ area and that the club had their own insurances in place.  
Cllr Kembery suggested that an extra layer of stones be added to the BBQ area with topping stones.   

Cllr Kembery advised members that there will be a Community BBQ by Beckspool pond on Saturday 22 September 2018 and all were invited.
Winterbourne to include the Recreation Field, Duck Pond and Allotments
Cllr Brain advised he had spoken to the Treasurer of the Cricket Club and they have agreed a contribution towards the signage to the Recreational Ground of £150 as long as it covers all activities.  Clerk to contact SGC for signage samples. 
With Regard to the Duck Pond, SGC are still in discussions as to the best way forward for the road closure.  Cllrs Kembery and Lewis are liaising with Dan Taylor and Mark King and will update members in due course.

It was agreed that the Parish Council would contact SGC with regard to parking of cars in Moorend Road leading to Moorend causing blockages of the narrow lane and thus creating problems for children and other pedestrians. It was agreed that the Clerk would arrange an early morning meeting with SGC and Cllrs Hemmings, Brain and Dyer to observe the problems being created and to discuss possible ways of alleviating them.
