Declaration of Interest Under the Localism Act 2011: Cllr. Hemmings regarding the grant application for Hambrook Sports Club.     
36.11/18 Minutes of the Meeting held on the 15 October 2018 and the Clerk’s Report 
The items on the Clerk’s Report were noted.

Matters arising:

One of the two pumps on the boiler has been replaced. As the other one is also broken it was decided to get this one repaired as well, as they act as back up for each other.  

The blinds in the Hall kitchen have been replaced, and also the broken blind in Room1. The hall floor has been re polished by the contractor and is looking better.

The latest FIT payment received in respect of the solar panels is £1326.21.

South Gloucestershire Council has advised they will take no further action at present regarding Hicks Common Road by the duck pond. They have installed temporary subsurface drainage to pick up the leak from the pond. The Parish Council has confirmed the condition of the wall will be checked when the pond is drained in the future for the silt to be removed.  

Following concerns with the condition of the wall at the side of the Village Hall in Frenchay, temporary safety fencing has been put up in order that the outside area adjacent to the wall can still be used. Three quotes have been obtained to repair the wall. It was decided it may be better to completely rebuild the wall now to ward off future problems. Clerk will investigate the quotes further to investigate how the wall will be structured. 
37.11/18 – Grant Applications

The following grants were recommended:
Winterbourne Down Golden Circle - £200

Winterbourne Sports Association - £1193.49 grant claim 2 for 2018/19

Hambrook Sports Club - £5230.25. Cllr. Climmer led the discussion. 
2nd Winterbourne Brownies - £300. Members were in agreement in principle to give the grant towards payment of a shed, but would like to know where it is going to be sited and suggested it may be better for them to purchase a metal or plastic one. Clerk to contact them.
38.11/18 – Frenchay Hospital – LEMP
The Parish Council is now in receipt of the document for the transfer of the land. The completion date for this is the end of November. Cllr. Kembery highlighted a few required amendments which will be sent to the solicitor to change. The documents and amendments are to be sent to all members for their agreement with any feedback to be made by the 21st November.  
39.11/18 - Reports from task groups

Frenchay Common and Tuckett Pond
Concern was raised regarding the suitability of the traffic calming measures being put in place along Beckspool Road at the school crossing point. It was also highlighted that there is a gas main which runs alongside the Common, which was put there some years ago without our permission. Clerk will highlight this to South Gloucestershire Council.
Winterbourne to include the Recreation Field, Duck Pond and Allotments
The trees overhanging the path by the tennis courts at the Recreation field have been cut back. There is a problem with ivy growing over the tennis pavilion and this is going to be dealt with this week. 

There are 3 panels which need to be replaced on the basketball court and the Clerk is trying to source a contractor to carry out the work.

Consideration is still to be given to installing some further equipment at the Rec but members are still undecided as to what would be best. Cllr. Brain will investigate this further.

Julie Anne Parker from WSA is currently obtaining quotes to replace the damaged seating in the pavilion. 

The Parish Council is currently storing barley straw which the fishing club are going to add to the pond to see if it will stop the formation of blue green algae next year.  

The Dingle and Winterbourne Down
Work has been done on Harcombe Hill to provide a temporary electric supply to the plot where the house is being demolished and 2 houses are to be built. Concerns were raised again that there is a water pipe the Parish Council installed to the allotments which runs alongside the lane and also a gas main outside the house. Our concerns regarding this were highlighted to South Glos in our planning response to the new development.
Hambrook/Whiteshill
Cllr. Hemmings has had a complaint from a resident regarding the white line markings at the crossroads of Bury Hill and Church Lane following a near miss accident. The lines have worn away so Clerk will contact South Gloucestershire Council to get them repainted. There is also a similar problem at Mill Bridge.

A meeting was held on Hambrook Common on 6 November to assess the problems with the parking situation at school times. The Clerk, Cllrs Hemmings, Climmer, Brain and Dyer, Cllr. Jones from Stoke Gifford, 2 representatives from Hambrook School, local beat officer Elizabeth Ball, PCSO Jacqui Conway and 2 officers from South Gloucestershire Council attended. Several instances of inconsiderate parking and driving were witnessed. South Gloucestershire Council are going to score and price a scheme regarding proposed waiting restrictions which will be added to the Local Transport Priority List. The Parish Council will have an opportunity to view this before it is submitted.

We have still not received a construction design from South Gloucestershire Council for the resurfacing of the car park on the Common. Cllr. Labuschagne will investigate if any progress can be made with this.      

The Greenfield Centre
Nothing further to report.
