· Cllr Whatley advised Redrow have put up a number of flagpoles and flags for advertising.  Cllr Whatley asked if this was a breach of planning. Clerk to investigate. Planning Enforcement have been contacted.
· Cllr Whatley advised of a new highway layout that the Parish Council have not been made aware of and could affect the Huntercombe car park. Clerk to obtain an updated highway plan. Clerk is investigating the existence of any new plans.
· Cllr Watkins advised that South Gloucestershire Council have said that necessary works to the wall, apart from the dwarf wall, have been completed.  Cllr Watkins advised this is not the case, he will send the Clerk details of the main points of concern for Clerk to follow up. A response has been received from Rob Nicholson, South Gloucestershire Conservation Officer, and forwarded to Frenchay members.
· A very detailed report has been received from Rob Nicolson which advised the repair decisions carried out have been based on a limited budget. As stated on many occasions, the main concern for the Parish Council is the ownership of the walls, to which we have been unable to get a definite answer.  It was concluded to advised South Gloucestershire Council that the Parish Council do not accept any liability regarding the walls and that we will get our own independent surveyor to take a look at them. The clerk will also urge them again to clarify ownership.

· Cllr Watkins advised part of the Village Green is not registered.  He is concerned as there appears to be some ‘land grab’ Cllr Kembery and Clerk will compose an email to go to the NBHT. Email has been sent to South Gloucestershire Council, Clerk is awaiting a reply.
· South Gloucestershire Council were sent a strongly worded email regarding the registration of the land. Carole Winstone is now dealing with this and she has advised she will speak to Phil Morgan as a matter of urgency.
· A response has finally been received from South Gloucestershire Council regarding the possibility of Public Toilets on the land at Frenchay. They have advised the only way they could be funded is if funding for designated outdoor sports is used. The toilets would then serve the cricket pitch/ tennis courts, along with the wider public. Possible funding discussions remain on-going.

· South Gloucestershire Council has advised there is currently no money available for the provision of toilets. They are expecting 106 contributions from the hospital development and once received an application pack will be sent out to eligible groups which will include Winterbourne Parish Council.  We will then be able to put in a request for the toilets. Cllr Whatley advised it is very important we keep this in mind as there is going to be a definite need for these facilities.
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
